Benjamin Franklin died at the age of eighty-four on this day in 1790. 

In one of President John Kennedy's rare blunders, CIA-trained Cuban guerillas began the Bay of Pigs invasion on April 17, 1961 -- Fidel Castro's forces proved stronger than expected and the US-backed guerillas lost.

This is the 40th anniversary of the day Sirhan B. Sirhan was convicted of assassinating Senator Robert Kennedy. 

IBM introduced the first one-megabit (126-kilobyte) memory chip on this date in 1986. 

45 years ago today, Ford Motor Company sold its first "Mustang" sports car. 

On April 17, 1970, the crippled Apollo 13 spacecraft splashed down safely in the Pacific Ocean. 

Professional wrestlers in Los Angeles refused to perform 48 years ago tonight because KTLA-TV wanted to televise the matches. 

A mere six-hundred and fifty-three fans showed up for an Oakland A's baseball game on this day in 1979 -- it was the smallest crowd in major league history. 

Warner Brothers Studios introduced the Tex Avery cartoon characters Daffy Duck, Elmer Fudd and Petunia Pig on April 17, 1937. 

The number one song 38 years ago today was Three Dog Night's "Joy to the World."

Entertainment-TV events on April 17th

In 1953, on the cover of TV Guide: "Milton Berle, Lucille Ball, Sid Caesar, and Imogene Coca in a cartoon totem pole arrangement". Other Articles: See It Now, Hit Parade
In 1957, The "Disneyland" TV show features "More About Silly Symphonies".
In 1965, Gilligan's Island episode #29. "Three to Get Ready". The Skipper insists a stone found by Gilligan will grant the finder three wishes before sundown. The professor, of course, insists it is just superstition. Two gallons of ice cream later, Gilligan has only one wish left.....and the sun is going down!
In 1967, Gilligan's Island episode #98. "Gilligan, the Goddess". King Killiwani and two other natives come to the island looking for a 'White Goddess.' Ginger an Mary Ann are likely candidates, until the Castaways discover that the natives plan to take the "White Goddess" back to their island to marry a volcano and then be sacrificed into it. After seeing Gilligan in a wig and heels, the natives choose him as the "White Goddess." This was the final episode before the show got cancelled. The reason the show got cancelled was because they had to let some shows go and the wife of the CBS president loved Gunsmoke, so he renewed Gunsmoke and got rid of Gilligan's Island.

Entertainment-Movies events on April 17th

In 1937, a screwy wild duck who later became known as super cartoon star Daffy Duck made his debut in 'Porky's Duck Hunt', by Warner Bros. He was officially christened "Daffy" opposite Egghead (Elmer Fudd later on) in "Daffy Duck and Egghead" Jan 1, 1938.
In 1937, Petunia Pig, Cartoon Character, Porky's girlfriend; debut in 'Porky's Romance' by Warner Bros.
In 1937, The Mickey Mouse film, "Mickey's Amateurs" is released. Donald Duck, Clara Cluck, Clarabelle Cow, and Goofy also appear.

Music events on April 17th

In 1953, R.C., "(How Much Is) That Doggie In The Window" by Lita Roza peaked at #1 on the U.K. pop singles chart.
In 1961, R.C., "(Theme From) My Three Sons" by Lawrence Welk Orchestra peaked at #55 on the pop singles chart.

Music-Easy events on April 17th

In 1967, "Winchester Cathedral" album by Lawrence Welk was certified Gold by the RIAA

Music-Country events on April 17th

In 1970, Johnny Cash played the White House for President Nixon, who asked Cash to play "Okie From Muskogee", "A Boy Named Sue", and "Welfare Cadillac"; Cash refused to play the "Okie" song.
In 2001, Appalachian group Hayseed Dixie releases its album "A Hillbilly Tribute To AC/DC." AC/DC lead singer Brian Johnson describes the group's offbeat covers _ including such classics as "Highway To Hell," "You Shook Me All Night Long," and "Back In Black" _ as "hilarious."

Music-R and B / Dance events on April 17th

In 1964, the Federal Communications Commission (FCC) reported that an FBI Lab confessed that it had been unable to determine the lyrics to the song "Louie Louie," "no matter what speed we play it at." (The song had been banned from a number of radio stations after it was deemed "obscene.")

Sports-Baseball events on April 17th

In 1979, The Oakland Athletics beat the Seattle Mariners, 6-5, but almost no one knew. Only 653 fans showed up for the game in Oakland.

This Day in Rock & Roll History for April 17

Don Kirshner is born. (1934) 

Jan Hammer is born. (1948) 

Fats Domino's "Ain't That a Shame," which Billboard erroneously lists for months as "Ain't It a Shame," is released on Commodore Records. (1955) 

Eddie Cochran dies in a hospital in Bath, England, from severe brain injuries sustained in a car crash near Chippenham, Wiltshire. Also injured in the crash are Cochran's girlfriend Sharon Sheeley and rocker Gene Vincent. (1960) 

The Rolling Stones' debut album, "The Rolling Stones" is released in the U. K. on Decca Records. It will be released in the U.S. on London Records as England's newest hitmaker. (1964) 

The Beach Boys' "Help Me Rhonda" is released. (1965) 

Johnny Cash performs at the White House at the invitation of President Richard M. Nixon. Nixon asked Cash to perform "Okie From Muskogee" but Cash refused since it wasn't his song. Instead, Cash sang his Number one hit, "A Boy Named Sue." (1970) 

Paul McCartney releases his first solo album, "McCartney." The self-interview enclosed with the album basically confirms that the Beatles had broken up. (1970) 

The Doors' "Love Her Madly" is released. (1971) 

Carly Simon's "That's The Way I've Always Heard It Should Be" is released. (1971) 

Pink Floyd receives a gold album for "The Dark Side of the Moon," one of rock's landmark albums. The LP will remain on the charts for more than ten years and become the longest charting rock record of all time. (1973) 

Veteran jazz guitarist George Benson's album "Breezin'" enters the album chart. It will go on to become one of the best-selling jazz albums of all time. The albums goes gold on June 4 and platinum on August 10. (1976) 

"Jailbreak," Irish rockers Thin Lizzy's most successful U.S. release, enters the chart. It will peak at #18 thanks to their #12 gold single, "The Boys are Back in Town." (1976) 

Bob Marley and the Wailers are performers and official guests of State at Zimbabwe's Independence festival. Marley calls the event the "greatest honor of my life." (1980) 

Iron Maiden's third album, "The Number of the Beast," enters the U.K. LP chart at Number One. The British heavy-metal group says the making of the album, which contains references to Satanism, was haunted by mysterious things like amplifiers blowing out for no apparent reason and tapes losing recorded tracks and picking up strange voices. However, the best story is about a car accident their producer was involved in soon after the LP's title song was recorded. His auto repair bill came to 666 pounds, the Number of the Beast. (1982) 

Toto, a group of veteran L.A. studio sessionmen, enter the pop chart again with "Roseanna" at #81. It will later climb to Number One and be named Record of the Year at the 1983 Grammy Awards. (1982) 

Former Bangles leader Susanna Hoffs marries screenwriter M. Jay Roach in Los Angeles. (1993) 

Linda Eastman McCartney, wife of Beatle Paul McCartney, dies in Tucson, AZ while vacationing with her family. She had been suffering from cancer since 1995. (1998) 

Thanks to ‘440 International’ for the following……….

1629 - Horses were first imported into the colonies by the Massachusetts Bay Colony on this day. 

1704 - John Campbell, known by many as America’s first news vendor, published what would eventually become the first successful American newspaper, the "Boston News-Letter". 

1810 - Pineapple cheese was patented by Lewis M. Norton. Mr. Norton lived nowhere near pineapples. He was from Troy, PA. Pineapple cheese... Yummy! 

1860 - New Yorkers learned of a new law. It required fire escapes to be provided for tenement houses. 

1916 - The American Academy of Arts and Letters obtained its charter from Congress. 

1933 - Backed by the "On the Trail" portion of the magnificent "Grand Canyon Suite", Johnny Roventini, pillbox hat and all, uttered the words “Call for Philip Morris” for the first time on radio. The famous phrase was said in perfect B flat pitch and tone to perfectly match the accompanying music. This “Call for Philip Morris” phrase became one of the most famous in all of advertising. Here are a few other classics from advertising’s golden age to jog your brain’s memory cells: “See the U.S.A. in your Chevrolet,” “Pepsi Cola hits the spot, 12 full ounces and that’s a lot,” “When better cars are built, Buick will build them,” “Aren’t you glad you use Dial? Don’t you wish everybody did?” 

1935 - People gathered around the radio to listen for the first time to what would become the ultimate horror show on NBC Radio. "Lights Out" remained on radio until 1946. 

1941 - Igor Sikorsky accomplished the first successful helicopter (or heliocopter as it was called then) lift-off from water near Stratford, CT. 

1950 - The wrestling program at Hollywood Stadium was canceled when ten of the wrestlers refused to perform. Why? Because the event was to be televised on KTLA, Channel 5. The wrestlers said that they wouldn’t ‘rumble’ because the cameras would cut attendance at matches. 

1956 - Two of the greats began their major-league baseball careers this day: Luis Aparicio played for the Chicago White Sox and Don Drysdale began work with the Brooklyn (later, LA) Dodgers. Aparicio became the American League Rookie of the Year. Drysdale won 209 games before he retired. Both were inducted into the Baseball Hall of Fame in Cooperstown, NY on the same day, August 12, 1984. Drysdale later became a broadcaster for the Chicago White Sox and the Dodgers. 

1961 - The 33rd Annual Academy Awards ceremony, hosted by Bob Hope, ended the ten year drought during which producer, writer, director Billy Wilder could not capture the elusive Oscar. Wilder was no stranger to Oscar, though. He had three of the golden statuettes sitting on his mantle (or wherever the Wilders keep their awards) from previous years. But this year, the winnings were much sweeter. Not only did Mr. Wilder receive the Oscar for Best Writing/Story and Screenplay/Written Directly for the Screen (shared with I.A.L. Diamond) and the Best Director Oscar (both for "The Apartment"), he and "The Apartment" also received the top award, Best Picture. There were other happy Oscar recipients this night at the Santa Monica Civic Auditorium, as well. Burt Lancaster took the Best Actor honors and Shirley Jones, the Best Supporting Actress, for their performances in "Elmer Gantry". Elizabeth Taylor was voted Best Actress for her role in "Butterfield 8". "Spartacus", nominated in six categories, won four Oscars, including one for Peter Ustinov as Best Actor in a Supporting Role. The Best Music/Song was awarded to "Never on Sunday" and Manos Hadjidakis from the foreign flick: "Pote tin Kyriaki". Yes, we know ... it’s all Greek to you. Some one-Oscar wonder films from 1960: "Sons and Lovers", "The Alamo", "The Time Machine", "Exodus". Some multi-nominations but no wins from that year include: "Inherit the Wind", "The Sundowners", "Cimarron", "Sunrise at Campobello", "Psycho", "Bells are Ringing", "The Magnificent Seven", "Can-Can". 

1964 - The CBS television network paid $1,800,000 for the rights to the 

1964-1965 National Football League (NFL) Championship games. 

1967 - Comedian Joey Bishop got the opportunity to attempt to unseat the king of late night, Johnny Carson. "The Joey Bishop Show" made its debut on ABC-TV this night. Bishop, Regis Philbin (announcer) and Johnny Mann (music) couldn’t beat Carson, but held out until December 26, 1969 (the show’s last broadcast). 

1970 - The breakup of the most influential rock group in music history was official when Paul McCartney’s solo LP, "McCartney", was released. Paul played all the instruments himself on this Apple album. 

1971 - "Joy to the World", by Three Dog Night, made it to the top of the pop music charts. The song was number one for six weeks. Now that’s a hit! 

1972 - "Betcha by Golly, Wow", by The Stylistics from Philadelphia, earned a gold record for the group. The Stylistics also scored million sellers with "You are Everything", "I’m Stone in Love with You", "Break Up to Make Up" and "You Make Me Feel Brand New". The smooth R&B group could have won an award for the most creative use of the words, "Betcha, by Golly, Wow", too, if anyone had thought about it... 

1985 - The U.S. Postal Service unveiled its new 22-cent "LOVE" stamp. In a clever promotion, the USPS used the set of ABC-TV’s "The Love Boat" as a backdrop. The stamp went on to become one of the most popular ever offered by the postal service. 

1985 - Many fans of the TV soap opera, "Days of Our Lives", lined up in Hollywood, CA in hopes of getting the hottest tickets in town -- for the wedding of Bo and Hope on the popular soap. It was the first soap wedding open to fans. 

1986 - In the year 1651, a war began between the Isles of Scilly and the Netherlands. No one seems to know or care what started the war. What seems to be more important is that, although the actual fighting ended in the 17th century, no one had ever officially declared an end to the war until this day. The Netherlands ambassador to the Isles of Scilly, Jonkheer Huydecoper, flew to the islands delivering a proclamation that terminated the war. We'd say that 335 years is a lo-o-ong time to hold a grudge!
